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The study was conducted for the folldwing four | objectives: 1) to measure the
level of social capital of Muang District in Singburi Province ; 2) to find out the level of
human security of the district ; 3) to identify the relationship between the social capital
and the human security of the district ; and 4) to reveal the problems and seek
suggestions on development of social capital and human security for the public's benefit.

Multi — stage random sampling was employed to select the sample of 400 people
in Muang District of Singburi Province. A questionnaire was used as the research instrument.
The data were analyzed through the utilization of frequency, percentage, Pearson‘s Correlation

and Multiple Regression.

The findings were summarized .as follows:

1. Most of the target groups were females, aged between 15-30, and finished
secondary school or high school or certificate of vocational education. They were employees
of private companies and had a monthly salary below 6,000 baht. Most of them were married,
and living in the municipality areas or outside.

2. Overall, the level of social capital was found to be moderate. When each
factor was considered separately, the factors found to be at a moderate level were the
network, trust, common activity and cooperation. Only the factor on group was found to be

at a low level.
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3. Overall, the level of human security was found to be moderate. When each
factor was considered separately, the factors found to be at a moderate level were health,
employment and income. Only personal security was found to be at a high level.

4. When the hypotheses were tested, the background variables affecting human
security were educatioﬁ, occupation, monthly salary and marital status. In contrast, sex, age
and hometown were found not having relationship with human security. Regarding on the
relationship between social capital and human security, it was found that social capital
had a moderately positive relationship with human security. Social capital factors for the

best prediction of human security were trust, common activity and cooperation.

Recommendations

1. The government should publicize the benefits of group establishment by
giving examples of other successful group establishments, so that the people can learn
about the importance and benefit of group establishment. .

2. The government should tightly enforce the law to prevent government officials
abusing their duties, as their misconducts will lead to distrust among the people.

3. Local organizations should set meeting at the village level for allowing
people’s participation. Such a meeting will provide a chance to the people for identifying
problems, establishing group and solving human security problem together.
