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The objectives of this research were to examine the expectation of Bangkok people
toward the ethics of Thai Politicians.

This research was a survey research. The sample were the person who was- 18 years and
up in Bangkok. They were selected by multi-Stage Sampling. The questionnaire was employed to
collect the data from them.

Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, t-test for h}dcpeﬁdent Sample, Analysis of
Variances, Pearson’s Correlation and Multiple Regression Analysis were used to describe the data
and test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized as follows:

1. The political participation of samples was found to be low (Mean 2.33). The Highest
was to vote in election. Follow-up were to follow and listen political messages, to converse about
politics and to follow the campaigns of politician.

2. The sample’ expectation toward the ethics of Thai Politicians was found to be high
(Mean 4.28), the expectation from the Ethic toward the country was the highest.

3. The sample’ expectation toward the ethics of the member of parliament (the
Representative and Senator) was found to be high (Mean 4.24), the expectation toward the loyalty

to the nation, religion and the king was the highest.
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4. The sample’ expectation toward the ethics of the Cabinet (Prime Minister and
Minister) was found to be high (Mean 4.24), the expectation toward the loyalty to the nation,
religion and the king was the highest.

5. When the background of sample were considered, the following were found:

1) Gender, age, education level and career (except income and family size) had
influenced on their overall expectation toward the ethics of Thai Politicians.

2) Gender, age, education level and career (except income and family size) had
influenced on their overall expectation toward the ethics of the member of parliament.

3) Age and career (except gender, education level, income and family size) had
influenced on their overall expectation toward the ethics of the cabinet.

6. When the Political Participation were considered, the following were found:

1) The Political Participation had influenced on their overall expectation toward the
ethics of Thai Politicians, overall expectation toward the ethics of the member of parliament and
overall expectation toward the ethics of the cabinet.

2) The Political Participation had no correlated with the expectation toward the ethics
of Thai Politicians.

3) The Political Participation had correlated with the expectation toward the ethics of
the member of parliament.

4) The Political Participation had no correlated with the expectation toward the ethics
of the cabinet.

Recommendations

1. The politicians should respond to the expectation of people which show requirement
to ethical politician.

2. The government should support people political participation by provide opportunity

to give political opinion for the people.
