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ABSTRACT

The present study aimed at synthesizing research on factors related to
domestic violence among women in Thai society. There were 21 research studies
recruited from electronic databases and a manual search. The results of the synthesis
revealed that the factors related to domestic violence among women in Thai society
could be divided into three levels: 1) the Individual level, including experience with
violence, alcohol drinking behavior, substance abuse, gambling, economic status,
personality, stress, physical sickness and mental health, age, gender, educational
background, occupation, and participation in religious activities; 2) the Family level,
including family income, communication between husband and wife, relationship
between husband and wife, upbringing, type of family, duration of marriage, marital
status, and number of children; and 3) the Community and society level including
couples’ acceptance of violence, close friends’ and neighbors’ acceptance of violence,
perceived roles of the genders, social support, and social participation.

The body of knowledge derived from this study could be used to develop a
process to monitor, screen, search, and plan for care of women who suffer domestic

violence in Thai society more comprehensively and more effectively.
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
