The objectives of this qualitative research are to study the meaning of social quality,
native of the social quality and components or indicators of social quality as perceived by the
people living in Piem Tham Community, Nong Chok District, Bangkok Metropolitant. Data
collection is done by the technique of key-informant interviewing; 18 key-informants comprising
community leaders, representatives of woman and youth who play roles in community
development work. Data analysis is done with logical context description and descriptive
statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as fellows:

“Social quality” is a peaceful community with affection unity, community leaders use
reason in making decisions, not relying on oneself’s belief and upholding religions principles in
every matter.

As for the native of social quality proceived by the community dwellers comprises warm
kin relation system, good education, secured occupations, transmission of cultural traditionas with
healthy natural environment; the core ingredient is to uphold religions principles for daily living;
everybody is willing to work for the community more them for. oneself. Other relevant data
include:

1) The four basic fartors for living, i.e., food, clothing, housing and medicine, 2) the
family living close together with prequent interactions among kins, 3) the economic: mainly from
household’s production without unnecessary paying, 4) the education: using knowledge for
occupation and self and community development, 5) the civil affairs: people’s participation with
consciousness and living sufficiently, .6) the environment: conseve and maintain the community
environment to be good for living, 7) the ethical religion: the people follow ethical teaching of the
religion in daily living, giving alm every year, not taking advantage over others and not being
selfish, 8)the information and technology: bringing in new knowledge for community
development and always catching up with the current world situation.

Among recommendations emerged are agencies concerned should co-operation in
watching and working together for the betterment of the community ihcluding preventing vices
such as illegal drugs, natural environment destination and juvenile delinquency of various forms

to happen to the community for the perpetual healthy living of the community dwellers.
