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The three objectives of the study were 1) to investigate the causes of conflict in
the family derived from caused by the conflict between the People's Alliance for
Democracy (PAD) and the United Front of Democracy Against Dictatorship (UDD)
2) to examine the impacts of the conflict between PAD and UDD; and 3) to recommend
ways for conflict management in the family which resulted from of the conflict between
PAD and UDD.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 250 people and in-depth
Interview was used to collect the data from 15 people: 5 PAD supporters, 5 UDD
supporters, and 5 people who supported neither sides. Comparative analysis was used
to analyze the data on the basis of related concepts and theories. Descriptive statistics
were used to describe the data.

The conflict between PAD. and-UDD was an important cause of conflict in the
family as a whole, particularly while watching a news program on television. in some
cases, if the news presented a several conflict: family members would argue with each

other seriously about what was happened:
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The conflict between PAD and UDD caused several tension in the family. The
family relations became fragile, unlike a normal situation. But mostly, this would happen
for a while. When the time passed, everything would come back to normal. But the
impact would be resumed, when the family members receive news about the conflict of
the two groups from the media.

Regarding on the conflict management, if the argument was made between
parents and children, it would be settle soon because each party would ultimately keep
quiet. But if the argument was made between siblings or with aunts or uncles, they
would emotionally argue with each other, because they wanted to defeat the other party.
They might be angry with each other for a while. But as the time passed, they would
begin to realize that a good relationship within the family was more important. They
should be united as they were in the same family.

Recommendation: The conflict within a family is not last long. Although it
happened for a short time, it did not bring any positive effect to the family institution in
Thai society as it cause tension to the family members. They treated the problem from
outside s if it were the family problem. Therefore, the govermnment and educational
institutions should do something to make family members use reasoning to decide what
issue should or should not bring into the family. It takes time to change people's attitude
and to make people in the society be sensible. Moreover, the media should not present
violence from the conflict but they should use verbal description or written statements.
This is believed to be a sustainable way for reducing the conflict in the family which

results from the conflict between PAD and UDD, and other conflict in the society.
