The two objectives of the study were as follows : 1) to examine the level of
people’s participation in the operation of the SML project ; and 2) to identify their
problems and their suggestions on this activity. The sample consisted of two groups. The
first group included 12 officials responsible for SML project and community development.
The second group was composed of 98 people ff(_)m all the villages in Tambon Doi
Ngam. They were village heads, assistants to village head, members of the tambon
administrative organiiations, SML committee, chairpersons of different organizations in the
villages and the general public. Frequency, mean and standard deviation were used to
describe the data, and t—test, F —test and correlation analysis to test the hypotheses.

The findings were briefly reported below.

Most of the samples were males, aged 41 - 50, and were farmers. Many had
social positions : subdistrict heads, village heads, assistants to village head. They had an
income of 3,500 -- 6,000 baht a month.

As a whole, 60.2 of the sample had a moderate knowledge and understanding of
the SME project implementation (X = 0.77). There were two items that all the samples

could answer correctly. One item was the SML project aimed to solve the problems for
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the benefit of the villagers as a whole. And the other item was that for voting to be
possible, there had to be at least 70 percent of the participants in the meeting.

Overall; the people were found to participate in the SML project implementation
at a high level (¥= 3.63 out of 5). When the individual steps of involvement were
considered separately, the people were found to participate most in attending meetings,
followed by follow - up and evaluation, and project implementation, respectively. The
activity in which they participated most were expressing opinions and identifying peoplé’s
needs at the meetings.

When the hypotheses were tested, the factors significantly related to their
participation were social position, income and knowledge and understanding about the
SML project implementation. On the other hand, age, education, occupation and number

of living years in the village/community had no relationship with their participation level.

Recommendation.

1. Campaigns should be launched to provide people with more knowledge and
understanding of the SML project operation. The officials, community leaders and
village/community SML  implementers should be provided with knowledge ax.ld
understanding of the SML project in order to implement it efficiently.

2. The village/ community should have freedom in identifying the peoéle’s needs
in order to set a development plan for the village/community.

3. Enough budget should be continuously allocated to village so that they can
solve the village/community problems.

4. The project regulations should be revised and the .work procedures be reduced

to facilitate the operation of the village/community.
