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The three objectives of the study were 1) o investigate the acknowledgement of
the rights of the handicapped in accordance with the Act of Promotion and Development
of the Quality of Life of the handicapped, B.E.2550 ; 2) to find out the level of access to
the rights of the handicapped in accordance with the Act, and 3) to identify the factors
related to the level of access to the rights of the handicapped. The sample group
consisted of all types of the handicapped that had already been registered and came
for services at the Welfare protection Community Center, Areas1-12, in Bangkok. The
total sample was 395. A questionnaire was sampled as the instrument. Percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and Chi-square test were used to analyze the data.
The findings were summarized as follows :

1. Most of the samples were females, aged 31-40, and were single. They
finished secondary school and were wage—earners or employees. They were physically
handicapped and could not move well. The physical facility that the handicapped in the
communities gave importance to was wheelchairs / pushing carts.

2. As a whole, the handicapped were found to acknowledge their rights in
aocordénce with the Act of Promotion and Development of the Quality of Life of the
Handicapped, B.E.2550 at a high level (X= 0.89).

3. The handicapped accessed their rights iﬁ accordance with the Actin terms of
information, physical environment and facilities at a high level (X=0.70).

4, The ’factors significantly refated to theirb access to the rights of the
handicapped were gender, age, education, mental status, occupation, type of disability
and physical facilities in the community, i.e., a slope way, toilets for the handicapped,

and wheelchairs/pushing carts.

Recommendations

1. The handicapped in the community should be promoted more to be
educated in different forms that are suitable for their disability

2. The handicapped should be promoted to attend occupational training
courses suitable for their disability so that they can have a job and earn their own living,
thus getting a better quality of life, being able to be independent. Enterprises should be
encouraged to accept the handicapped to work in line with their knowledge and skills.

3. Legal assistance should be given to the handicapped. Lawyers should be
provided for them in the court. This should be materialized and legalized. Art present

the handicapped do not get such assistance, so they have to suffer at lot.
