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The objectives of the study on the construction of body of knowledge in the
sufficiency economy among the local wisdom {eaders were: (1) To study about how the
local wisdom leaders create the body of knowledge; (2) To study about components
related to the construction of the body of knowledge; (3) To study about how to apply
the local wisdom in realty; (4) To study about problems and obstacles in the body of
knowledge creation; (5) To study about how the local wisdom leaders and their
communities benefited from the application of sufficiency economy. The study of the
construction of body of knowledge in the sufficiency economy among the local wisdom
leaders employed the in-depth interview as a research method. About 9 informants
were interviewed, followed by the comparative analysis with the related concepts and
theories. The descriptive statistics was also utilized for the analysis.

According to the study, it is found that the construction of bodies of knowledge
among the local wisdom leaders originated from their own learning about the problems,
and trying to adopt their created bodies of knowledge with their communities. Parts of
these bodies of knowledge have been fransferred from ancestors {o the present
generations.

The cohstruction of the bodies of knowledge needed fo have the welding
among human, nature and environment, which had-been dramatically bonded based on

the .characteristics of communities and residents.
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The local wisdoms were also applied with the economic activities. These were
the making of fermented bio-fertitizer, the pesticide fiquid made from the burned wood
or so-called “Nam Som Kwan Mai" and the herb medicines. The communities had well
applied the sufficiency economic philosophy with the local wisdoms in which a lot of well
cooperation among local people was a social consequence.

The problems and obstacles in the creation of the body of knowledge derived
from that the participation of the new generations in the local wisdom learning process
are not really voluntary. They rather focus on the utilization of new technology than the
focal wisdom. However, in fact, the way to absorb the local wisdom should have been
voluntary and it should have been in a continuous basis.

The benefits deriving from the construction of body of knowledge in the
sufficiency economy included the reducing of cost, the increasing of income and the
saving of money. Regarding on the benefits to the environment, the natural resources
were conserved. On the social impact, the construction of body of knowledge in the
sufficiency economy was well accepted by the society. Referring on the benefits to the
health issue, it led to the physical and mental healthy of the people.

The recommendations of this study to the government are that: the government
should change the policy to facilitate the grass-root agriculture on the basis of
sufficiency economy; the government should focus on how to implement the sufficiency
economy; the government should stress on the providing of the knowledge in the
sufficiency economy to the people so that they will be able to really apply it with their
farming; finally the government should support the budget to establish the center or

government unit to directly take care the local wisdom knowledge.
