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This study was aimed to 1) study the level of financial discipline behavior amo;ng
teachers in Nakonpathom Education Region, Area 2; 2) to investigate factors asvsociating wéith
financial discipline behavior; and 3) to examine factors with ability to forecast such behaviof.

The sample of teachers in Nakonpathom Education Region, Area 2 were recruited through multi-
stage sampling in particular of teachers from 3 schools of different sizes: medium, large, and extra-
large in Amphur Samphran who are under Office of the Basic Education Commission and Office
of the Private Education Commission, obtaining total 350 teachers, and using questionnaire to collect
data. This study adopted statistical analysis including frequency distribution, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient, Point Biserial Correlation Coefficient, and
Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis. |

The majority of samples are female, aged less than 35 years, were marﬁéd,
graduated with a bachelor degree/equivalent, are teachers in extradarge .schools _uncile‘r
Office of the Private Education Commission, earn no more than 10,000 baht per month, with |
indebted condition and debt payment exceeding 30 % of income.

Psychological factors of the sample, i.e. need for achievement was found at high level,

and the same was true for future orientation and self control, whereas self locus of control is at

moderate level.

Situational factors, i.e. knowledge on financial planning and perceived saving
information are at moderate level.

The extent of financial discipline behavior in overall invoNing teachers’ saving
discipline and spending fall in moderate level.

Factors associating with financial discipline behavior include age, marital status,
educational level, affiliation, school size, income, debt, dept payment, need for achievemént,
future orierﬁation and self control, self locus of control, knowledge on financial planning, and -
perceived saving information. ‘

Factors in order of magnitude of capability to explain the variance of financial discipline
behavior among teachers in this area comprise perceived saving information, future orientation
and self control, age, and dept payment, which can co-explain 30.8 percent of such behavior.

Recommendations

1. In term of policy, there should be guidelines to prevent teachers from entering such
debt spiral by focusing more on public relations, education, and disseminating relevant
information on financial discipline and saving particularly about financial clinic for teachers,
making them more conveniently accessible to accurate financial knowledge sources. i

2. lOffice of the Welfare Promotion Commission for Teachers and Education -

Personnel should promote future orientation and self control among teachers to improve their

financial discipline behavior.
