This research aims at studying the process of mobilization of sufficiency
economy in daily life; to study the components of the process of mobilization of
sufficiency economy and to find out problems, obstacles and recommendations of the
process.

It is a qualitative study, collecting data by the in-depth interview technique. 15
key-informants comprising the community chairperson, activity group leaders and
village health volunteers. Data analysis is done with logical context description and
descriptive statistics.

Findings of the study show:

The process of mobilization of sufficiency economy in daily life composes 4
successive steps, i.e., acknowledging the problems, share realization; the 2 o step is
consciousness and accepting, spending thrift, viligent and practising the sufficiency
economy in daily living; 3 o steps is creating participation, multical help and unity;
4 th'step's characterised by self-reliance in producing and spending with surplus for sale.

Components relating to the process of mobilization of daily sufficiency economy
are éupports from the government in forms of budget, study-tour, training, trial and

information, acceptance from within and without, ect.

Problems and obstacles found among people involved are insufficient
knowledge and understandihg of sufficiency economy, lack of co—ordination‘ in the
maobilization be’Meen the government and private sector.

Important recommendations emefged are increased knowledge and understanding;

the family and school should help in ethical and professional leaming, among others.
