This research was aimed to create an online training media by using learning management system
entitled “Sufficiency Economy” and alsb to determines the quality, the effectiveness, learning
achievement and the satisfaction of learners. The tools were used as follow: 1) An online training
media through learning management system entitled “Sufficiency Economy”; 2) quality evaluation
form for online learning media by experts; 3) effectiveness evaluation form for online learning
media; 4) learning achievement test; 5) questionnaire for learners’ satisfaction. The sampling group
consisted of 30 persons from Bureau of Technology Transfer Development, the Department of
Agricultural Extension. They were chosen by simple random sampling method. The research results
were as follow: The evaluation of quality in terms of contents of the online learning media score
was 3.89 on average, ie. at good level. The evaluation of quality in terms of online learning
multimedia scored 4.19 on average, ie. at good level. The effectiveness of the developed online
learning media was 82.42/82.33, higher than the set criteria at 80/80. The learners showed higher
learning ‘achievements, comparing results of before and after learning from the media at the level of
statistical significance of 0.05. The sampling group’s satisfaction towards online learning media was

4.19 on average, or at good level.
