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The three objectives of the study were as follows : 1) to find out the academic
achievement of high school students (mathayomsuksa 5 and 8) at Pra Mae Sakol
Songkraow School in Bangbuathong District, Nonthaburi Province ; 2) to identify the
factors affecting their academic achievement; and 3) to make some recommendations
to develop the teaching and learning there. Simple multi-stage random sampling was
employed to select the sample of 128 high school students. The data were collected by
using a questionnaire.  Frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation were
used to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to compare the differences between and
among the groups. .

it was found that most of the sample were female (71.1%) and liked to study
English most (29.7%). They expected to study in different undergraduate program, such
as architecture, communication arts, archeology, accounting, jewelry, pharmacy, music,
fine arts, and tourism (33.6%). The parents of these students were in small trade
(27.3%). As a whole, the sample group had a moderate academic achievement. The
average GPA was 2.62. Their overall attitude was found to be moderately positive. The
first three aspects of attitude that had the highest mean score were 1) attitude toward
oneself, 2) attitude toward teachers, and 3) attitude toward learning methods. When their

self-adjustment was considered, they were found to adjust themselves at a moderate
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level. The highest mean score was adjusting oneself to the family, followed by adjusting
oneself to the peers, and adjusting oneself to the academic life.

The factors contubuting to different academic achievement among the students
were gender, expectation about further education, parents’s occupations, attitude
toward onéself, attitude toward the contents of different courses, attitude toward
teaching methods, attitude toward learning methods, attitude toward the school
environment, self-adjustment to the péers, and self-adjustment to the family,

respectively.

Recommendations

1. Teaching activates and teaching aids should promote change in students’
behavior, making them having a good attitude toward learning. An activity that provides
stud('—:'nts» a guidance on their future education should be arranged so that the students
can determine their educational goal. The evaluation process should provide students
and parents with an opportunity to set criteria for grading students’ works and to create
a nice learning atmosphere. Consequently, students will learn and develop different
stalls, which will contribute to their higher GPA.

2. Good relations between teachers and students in all aspects should be
promoted. Teachers should be trained to upgrade their teaching skills.  Teachers
should give students an opportunity to express their opinions and help students to

develop their intellectual, ability, personality, disposition and social life.
