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This study has 3 objectives: 1) to study the roles of the mosque committee in Muslim
community development 2) to study factors relating to the roles of the mosque committee in
Muslim community development and 3) to know the problems & obstacle relating to the roles of
the mosque committee in Muslim community development of Wattana District in Bangkok.

Populations for_ the study were imams, kortebs, bilals and the mosque committee in
Wattana District of Bangkok. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 90 mosque
committee members in 6 mosques -- 15 questionnaires for each mosque -- in the Wattana District
of Bangkok. The total of 90 copies of questionnaire or about 100 % were returned. The semi-
structured interview was also used. The analysis statistics used were descriptive statistics
(frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation) and inductive statistics (t-Test and F-Test)
together with logic analysis under description method.

The findings were summed up as below:

1. Background of the Mosque Committee Members: The mosque committee members
are aged between 39 — 75 years old. Most of them are married and they have different
occupations. Some are the owner of their own businesses -- i.e. rooms rental - traders, and
government officers respectively. They have worked for the mosque for more than 4 years. Their
incomes are between 10,000 and 20,000 bath a month. Most committee members received basic

Islamic education, secondary education and higher education.
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2. The actual roles of the mosque committee members could be ranked respectively as
following: religion (x = 3.022), public health (x = 3.10), social role (x = 2.84); education (x =
2.81), the environment (x = 2.66) and occupation (x = 2.18).

3. Regarding on the support from the government and the private sector, it is found that
they have rather gained support from the mosque participants than the government sector. Most
supports they have received from the government sector were the public health and medicines for

the sub-center at the mosque.

Recommendations

1. The government officials at the district level should participate in activities held by Muslim
communities by providing them with conveniences, and supporting them for becoming self-
reliant Muslim community.

2. The government should cooperate with the Provincial Islamic Commission to offer training
course or seminars to all levels of Muslim leaders so that they can be better in apply their roles to
cope with the changing society.

3. In the community development process, community people should be given an opportunity to
continuously participate in the development.

4. The mosque committee should prepare media and prate atmosphere that facilitates community
development.

5. The government should cooperate with the mosque committee in applying the concept of non-
government organization to strengthen the communities. The organizational effectiveness, and the

efficiency of the people and organizations should be promoted.
