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The three objectives of the study were (1) to investigate the level of participation in
narcotics prevention and control of the people in Development Community, blocks 4-5-6 in
Bangkok; (2) to identify the factors related to their participation in this activity; and (3) to reveal
their problems in participation in the activity and to find some way to alleviate the problems.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 250 households in Development
Community, blocks 4-5-6 on Art-narong Road, Khlong-toey Subdistrict, Khlong-toey District,
Bangkok.  Frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation were used to describe the data,
and F-test and Pearson’s Correlation to test the hypotheses.

The results of the study were summed up as follows.

1. The female respondents outnumbered the male ones. Most of the respondents were
31— 50 years of agerand were married. Their education levels ranged from elementary school to
secondary school. They were engaged in general employment, small trade, or self-employment.
There were 4 - 6 members in the household. Most earned a monthly income of 6,001 - 18,000
baht. They lived in the community for 11 — 30 years but they had a low social status. Most had

never receiving any training on narcotics prevention and control. Some used to undergo training -
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onky 1 -4 times. They learned that narcotics was very harmful and they had a very good
knowledge and understanding of the harmful effects of narcotics, including some way to solve
and to prevent the narcotic problem.

2. The respondents were found to participate in narcotics prevention and control at a
moderate level. When the individual aspects were considered separately, they were found to
participate moderately in implementing the activities designed for narcotics prevention and
control, in planning activities for narcotics prevention and control, and in studying the narcotics
situation. Moreover, they participated in the follow-up and evaluation process at a low level.

3. The factors significantly related to their participation in narcotics prevention and
control were number of living years in the community, social status of the family, number of
information sources from which they leamed about the narcotics problem, and experience of
having close people involved in narcotics, respectively. In contrast, the factors that had no
relationship with their participation in narcotics prevention and control were household income,
number of household members, and knowledge and understaﬁding of the harmful effects of
narcotics and some way to prevent and to solve the problem.

4. Some important problems that the community people experienced were problem in
earning a living, household burden, and fear of daﬁger caused by narcotics offenders.

The researcher made the following recommendations:

1. The community people should be trained on narcotics prevention and control more
than once.

2. People should be continuously educated about narcotics.

3. As much information as possible should be given to the public through different mass

media. Also, more efforts should be made to enable people to access mass media.
