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The two objectives of the study were 1) to find out the attitude of people toward foretune
— telling at the Chedsada Abode Club in Minburi District, Bangkok, and 2) to identify the factors
related to their attitude toward foretune — telling there.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 150 people who were members of
the Chedsada Abode Club. Percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to describe the

data and t-test, F-test, Pearson’s Correlation to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized below.

1. General information of the sample. Of the 150 respondents, 74.7 percent were female,
63.3 percent were 30 years old or more, and 46.7 percent were single. More than half (57.3%)
had .a Bachelor’s degree or higher. Nearly half (43.3%) were company employees or workers.
More than half of them (58.0%) had a monthly income of 10,001-30,000 baht,

2. Most of the respondents had a rather good attitude toward foretune-telling in terms of
belief, applying what the foretune-telling told them in their daily life, and changing their own
lives and their family life. |

3. The factors significantly related to their attitude toward foretune-telling were
education occupation, monthly income, current problems ant type of foretune-telling.

3.1 People who had an Associate of Arts Degree (A.A.) degree or below had a
better attitude toward foretune-telling than those who had a Bachelor’s degree or higher.
3.2 Company employees workers and self-employed people had a better attitude

toward foretune-telling than government officers / state enterprise employees.
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3.3 Those with almonth}y income of 10,001-30,000 baht has a better attitude
toward foretune-telling than those with a monthly income of not more than 10,000 baht.
3.4 Those who were worried about their own finance their family’s, their own
fuﬁre and their family’s, their love and work had a positive attitude toward foretune-telling
) 3.5 The respondents who were interested in 7 or 9 digit base (Thaksa) had a
better attitude toward foretune-telling than those who like to be foretold by cards and the Thai
horoscope.
On the other hand, gender, age and marital status were found to have no relationship with

their attitude toward foretune-telling.

Recommendations

1. The Chedsada Abode Club is an organization that was established to give advice to its
members and people in general on how to reduce their worry in different mailers, especially
spiritually sufferings. Therefore, the club should retain its ideology and strengthen its service as
~well as expand its network for the members. It should promote activities that provide people with
related information and disseminate to its members and to general public news and information
on occupational training offered by different organizations

2. The club plays a key role in training its members and general public on foretune-
telling. It will maintain its ideology and moral. The committee of the club should materialize its
intention by training the members to have moral and ethics before they take on the foretune-
telling occupation. It should closely supervise its members so that no one will use the clﬁb’s name

for their self-benefit
