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The objectives of this research are 1)to study the 3 southern provinces
youngsters' social responsibility; 2) to study the youngster's realization of such
responsibility; 3) to study problems, obstacles and recommendations for promoting of
the responsibility.

It is a qualitative study by using. the i_n»degth interview for data collecting; 15
first-year students who reside in Yala, Pagahi and Narathiwas provinces have been
interviewed in-depth as key-informants. Data analysis is done with logical context
description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. All students studied express social resbonsibility both for themselves as family
members and as college students and members of society at large.

2. They all realize of responsibility; those from different type of family realize the
problem differentlil. These youngsters can learn about social responsibility by
themselves. However, educational and religions institutions also have important roles in
this matter.

3. In promoting strong sense of social responsibility, self realization and model

are important. In addition, the family, education institutions play important roles in giving

rewards toward desire behavior and-punishment for deviation. The religions organization
is also important. v

4. Problems and obstacles for social responsibility for these students are those
in contradict with religions rules.

Important recommendations emerged, among others, are increased public

relations work on social responsibility.
