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The study aimed to find out the factors related to male children and youths’
committing offences repeatedly.

The sample of 110 male youths who committed offences repeatedly were
purposively selected and a questionnaire was used to collect the data. Frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation. t — test and F — test were employed to test the
hypotheses.

The results of the study were summarized below.

The respondents were 18-19 years old and the majority were Buddhists. They
finished primary school and secondary school and had already got a job. They were daily
wage-earmners and eamed not more than 100 baht a day. They lived in Bangkok. They
were single and lived with their parents before being arrested.

Most of them were raised with love and care and with reasoning, The
relationship with the family was warm. The wage-earners in the family was their own
fathers or mothers. The total household income was below 10,000 baht a month. The
family could make ends meet.

Peers. Their friends were moderately good (¥ =2.68 out of4). Their experience at
the center was moderately satisfactory (X =2.95). They used to take drugs before.” The

age when they took drugs was 15-16. when they returned to the society, they were

accepted at a high level (X =3.16). They could control their emotion at a moderate level
(X =2.41). Most of them lived with theirA parents in slums.

The factors significantly related to their committing offences repeatedly were
relationship within the family, peers, and training experience.

In contrast, the factors that had no relationship with their committing offences
repeatedly were age, education, employment, living with others before being arrested,
bringing-up method, acceptance from the society when they returned to it, and emotional

central.

Recommendations.

1. The government should arrange some activity that helps family to do its duty
appropriatelyl in order to create a warm atmosphere within the family and to prevent the
children to commit crimes again and again.

2. The government should promote activities that encourage children and youths
to spend their time productively in order to reduce the crime rate.

3. The government should reform the justice system for children and youths,
especially the rehabilitation process for children and youths who have committed offences

again and again.
