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The three objectives of the study were 1) to examine the pattern and method of
lottery — buying by slum people; 2) to find out the factors related fo the lottery - buying
of slum people in Bangapi District ; and 3) to reveal the impact of lottery — buying on
slum people’s way of life.

Purposive sampling was employed to collect the data from 150 slum people by
using an interview schedule. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t—test and F — test
were used to analyze the data.

Most of the samples were women, aged not more than 50. They finished primary
school and secondary school and were married. They were engaged in general
employment and had an income of 5,000 -10,000 baht a month. The findings were
reported below

1. Lottery — buying. There are three types of lottery : underground lottery, legal 2-
and 3-digit lottery, and government lottery. The sample group buys all the three types.
They buy two types of lottery at more or less the same proportion. Those who buy only
one type are the least in number. Most of them buy lottery 9-12 times within 6 months.
The amount that they use for each round is 101 — 300 baht. Most of them spend 500 -
1,000 baht for three types of lottery.

2. Factors related to lottery — buying. Most gave a reason that they buy lottery
because they hope that they will be lucky. They use money from their regular pay in
buying lottery. They get digits from their dreams. Most of the samples have bought
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lottery for 11 — 20 years and they prefer buying government lotteries and legal 2- and 3-
digit lotteries by cash. Whén they want to buy underground lottery many go to the house
of the big séller and pay for it by cash. The amount of purchased is close to buying
underground lottery by phone or Fax and paying after that.

3. Marketing, The factors that are related to lottery — buying are products, prices
and distribution channels of the three type of lottery. As a whole, marketing is found to
be moderate (X = 3.21). besides, its was found that about 70 percent had never won any
price.

4. Economic impact. Lottery — buying affects household expenses, making them
lack of financial liquidity. Some social impact are that it promotes people to gamble. It
can cause quarrels in the family and cause family members to be addicted to gambling.

5. The results from hypotheses testing show that age significantly related to
frequency of lottery buying, income related to types of lottery bought. While sex,
education level and occupation had no relation with the fype of lottery bought and
frequency of lottery buying.

Recommendations.

1. There should be non formal employmént for slum people such as home working
and they should be helped to form a group to work.

2. Sufficiency Economy Project should be promoted in slums. For example, they
should be taught to produce washing products, to grow herbs and/or to do vegetable
gardening.

3. A campaign should be launched to wam slum people that lottery - buying is

not good.
