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The objectives for the study were 1) to study decision making of undergraduate students in
public and private university in Bangkok- and 2) to find factors affecting decision making of
undergraduate students in public and private university in Bangkok. Two hundred and seventy-six
samples were selected from undergraduate students from public and private university in Bangkok.
Questionnaire was conduct¢d as a tool for data collection by using purposive technique. Percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and chi-square were used for data analysis.

The results found that students selected private company or private enterprise in the first rank
followed1 by private practiée or freelance, government service, state enterprise, international
organization, and other occupation such as service sector.

Factors affecting decision making of undergraduate students in public and private university in
Bangkok were faculty, domicile, and expectation on student’s occupation from father, mother, or parents.
Factors not affecting decision making of undergraduate studénts in public and private university in
Bangkok were scx, institution of education or university, average grade, father’s or parent’s occupation,
mother’s or parent’s occupation, family income, incentive factors, organization, family relation, and:friend
relation.

Recommendations

1. Decision makers should clearly know themselves especially on habit, knowledge and
skill, ability, interest, personality, health, character, attitude on occupation, and family-economy.

2. Institution of education or university should give an advice to student on occupational
guidance and occupational information which students will have a good guideline before making
decision.

3. Educational agency in higher education in both public and private should improve an

équal teaching standard to avoid educational gap.
