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The objectives Sufficiency Economy Implementation in Community : A Case Study of Bang

Sri Muang District Community, Muang, Nonthaburi Province were 1) To study Sufficiency Economy
implementation in suburb community and 2) To investigate factors affecting Sufficiency Economy
implementation in suburb community. One hundred and eighty-two samples were selected from members
of Ban Sri Muang community, Muang District , Nonthaburi Province. Questionnaire was conducted as a

tool for data collection. Percentage and mean were used for data describe while t-test and one-way analysis

of variance (One-way ANOVA) were used for data analysis at 0.05 significant level.

Results
The results were summarized as follows;

Samples of Ban Sri Muang community, Muang District , Nonthaburi Province was almost
the same between female and male while most of sample was less than 30 years old of age, gained
Bachelor degree or equivalent, and lived in community more than 15 years.

Overall opinion of members of Bang Sri Muang Community on Sufficiency Economy
implementation was in moderate for both natural resources and environmental in community protection and
community participation.

Factors which were sex, age, education, and living time in community, found not affecting
Sufficiency Economy implementation in Ban Sri Muang community accepted knowledge and understanding

on Sufficiency Economy philosophy.

Recommendations

1. Community leader should be trained for Sufficiency Economy implementation and
relevant programs; and active operation program should be added.

2. Community networking should be conducted for experience exchanges from Sufficiency
Economy implement to find pr<; and con, problems and obstacles: and problem solving by create
knowledge management (KM) for network and interested people to learn. '

3. Government agency should have encourage and incentive measures for community leader
and community member to focus on Sufficiency Economy implementation such as establish agency,
community or village organization as an advisory agency.

4. Monitoring and cvaluation should be seriously operated. Weakness and strength of
implementation should be analyzed to improve or solve the defect such as budget for implementation,

advisor, etc.
