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The study was conducted for the following three objectives : 1) to find out the
opinions of people in Yala Province on the policy and the implementation in assisting
those affected by the violence in the th.ree southern border area and 2) to examine the
factors influencing their opinion on this matter. This quantitative study randomly selected
the 300 samples from households in all districts in Yala Province. The data from related

documents were also analyzed by using content analysis.

The findings were summed up below.

1. The samples of the study had their opinions on the results of policy and plan
irhp!ementation at a moderate level. They agreed with the background of formulation
and the contents of policy and plan at a moderate level also.

2. The t-test and F-test were used to analyze the difference of independent
variables related to opinions of the people. It was found that marital status income,
acknowledgement of policy background formulation and acknowledgement of policy
vand plan contents had influence on their opinions on the results of policy and plan

implementation.
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3. It was found that sex, age, religion, education, and occupation had noc

influence on their opinions on the matter.

Recommendations

The policy on assisting those affected by the violence in the was implemented to
alleviate people who were directly affected by the violence (being deprived of family
members and property). The samples gave priority to the continuity of the policy.
Therefore, the researcher made the following recommendations.

1. The policy should be placed as the national agenda. There should be a major
host and a secondary host to be responsible for setting a plan to systematically and
continuously give assistance, especially those who lost their household beads.

2. Private organization, the -people sector, religious organizations, and
community organization should be encouraged to participate in retting the policy and
the plan to improve the quality of life of the target groups.

3. The govemment' must determine a guideline or measure to strengthen the
families that lost their household heads. Especially, they should be assisted in
education, binging up children, coping with the economic problem, and social
relationship.

4, The government must provide the affected people with social welfare service
or support community organizations to provide it.

5. The government must have a database of affected people, which must always

be updated, in order to use the information for decision-making on planning and

development.
