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(One-way Analysis of Variance)
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The study was conducted for the following three objectives: 1) to find out the attitude of
people toward their participation in preparing the development plan of the subdistrict
administration; 2) to identify the factors related to their attitude, and 3) to point out their problems
and to seek their suggestions on their paﬁicipatidn in the activity. The data were collected by
distributing questionnaires to 375 people of 18 years old or more who lived in the area under the
responsibility of the Nong La-lok Subdistrict Administrative Organization. The statistics for data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, One~-Way Analysis of Variance.

The findings could be summed up as follows:

1.General characteristics of the respondents. Most' of them were male (53.9%). The
average age was 39. About 56.0 percent finished secondary school / vocational school / teachers
education. About 70.9 percent were married. About 53.6 percent were farmers and the average
monthly income was 8,713 baht. About 64.0 percent had no position in the community. The
average mumber of living years in the subdistrict was 38. About 66.7 percent had a moderate
knowledge and understanding about how to prepare the development plan of the subdistrict
administrative organization. About 46.1 percent had an experience of participation in preparing
the plan to a certain extent. About 75.2 percent receiving related news and invitation to participate

in the planning and know the process of problem identification. About 50.7 percent know the
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process of development planning. About 60.0 percent had never known about the implementation
" of the plan, while 62.9 percent }xad‘ never known about the follow—up and evaluation process.
2.The 'p,eople were found to have a very highly positive attitude toward participation in
- preparing the development plan of the subdistrict administrative organization in every aspect:
participation in follow—up and evaluation, in problem identification, in the implementation, and in
planning, respectively.
3.The factors significantly related to their attitude were sex, age, position in the
community, number of living years in the community, experience in participating in this activity,
and éccess to news and information related to preparation of the development plan. That is, men
bad a better attitude than women. The younger people had a better attitude than the older ones.
Those who held a position in the community had a better attitude than those who didn’t. The
people who lived in the community longer had a better attitude than their counterparts. Those who
had an experience in participation in the activity had a better attitude than those who had less
experience. Those who got access to related news and information on preparing the development
plan had a better attitude than those who received less information. In contrast, the factors that
had no relationships with their attitude were education, marit;al status, income, occupation, and
knowledge and understanding about preparing the development plan.
4.The problems about participation in preparing the development plan most mentioned
by the respondents was the plan implementation did not meet people’s needs (36.9 percent of
respondents). Most respondents (54.3 percent) suggested that the training in preparing the
development plan should be held for local leaders and people. 7
Based on the findings, the researcher made the following recommendations to promote a
good attitude toward participating in preparation of the development plan and also more people’s
participation: 1) The people should be trained to have a good knowledge and understanding about
the method and the benefits of preparing a development plan. 2) The development plan should
meet the people’s needs and should be implemented seriously. 3) There should be public relations
so-that more people will participate in preparing the development plan. 4) Meetings to prepare the
development plan should be regularly held and people should be encouraged to join the activity.
