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The purpose of the study was Mofoid-: 1 to investigate thez a%p?ogc%tg
development of Klongtoey Community, Flats 1-10; and 2) to identify the community's
problems, needs -and capability of preparing the community plan. The data were
collected from 15 community committee members (i.e., the chairman, two deputy
chairmen and twelve committee members) and 180 people (consisting of informal
leaders, wise people and community people. Data analysis was made by drawing
conclusions from studying the pattern of planning. Frequency and percentage was used
to describe the data and the resuits were simply stated so that they would be easily
understood by the community people.

The findings were summed-up as folloWs‘:

Status of Klongtoey Community, Flats 1-10. There were 2,098 households in the
community. The population was 10.490 (4,357 men and 6,133 women). There were one
elementary school and three temples (i.e., Wat Klongtoey Nai, Wat Klongtoey Nok, vand
Wat Saphan), 40 public telephone booths, one news dissiminating tower, one-
community ieaming-promotion center, oﬁe reading center, one community hali, and one
library the community preserved Thai traditions, customs and cultures by continuously
holding activities on important days.

Problems and needs of the community The most serious problems that needed
to be addressed and that needs to consider in setting the community plan was the

community environment, i.e.. roods anc garbage.
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Roads were bumpy, full of pits, narrow, and dirty. Dogs’ waste were everywhere,
A lot of vehicles were parked along both sides of the roads, causing difficulty to
pedestrians. Aisc, automobiles that were not owned by ﬂai people were parked there .
Some venders used the roadbed to display their goods.

People wanted the roods to be repaired and inlayed as well as to have traffic
lines to divide the roads so that cars could not block the way. Goods should be banned
from being displayed on the roadbed. There should -be a parking lot. And the agency
concerned should look after these matters. | |

‘The garbage problem needed 1o be_soNed urgently because of its smell and

dirtiness. People did not throw away their garbage at the right pla_ce‘ There was

| garbage along' the walkway and some swept their garbage and leave it in front of their
neighbor's room.

The respondents want to see community pe_ople to have self-discipline. They
should help to keep the place clean. The garbage should be put in black bags and
fastened tightly. The budget should be used efficiently to solve the garbage problem,
especially the smell. They wanted garbage to be collected at regular intervals.

Capabity of the community ' =

its strengths _

Klongtoey Community, Flats i-10 had various strengths human resource, natural
resources, organizational groups, community wisdom, community networks, and-
activities to preserve Thai culture on important days.

Its weaknesses

Klohgtoey Community, Flats 1-10 had some disadvantages when compared to
other communities in the area in terms of population density. People there had low
incomes; most of them were poor living from hand to mouth. Also, the drug problem was
prevailing and many teenagers used the flats as their gathering place to do offences.

Opportunities of the community

Many organizations regularly provide occupational training to the community

people. The people always receive attention from scholars and government officials.
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Constraints of the community

Because it was a large community, people there had different opinions and
lacked unity. They did not give good cooperation. The proportion of the population to the
administrative officers was not balanced.

Recommendations

It was recommended that three parties should cooperate in community
development as follows. .

1) People in the community, consisting of the community leader, the community
committee, and the residents should cooperate in solving the community problems,
using the existing capability of the community. There should be’ cooperation in
analyzing the problems and needs, and in giving suggestions on ho'v,v!to develop the
community by setting the community plan fo submit to the district office and other
agencies concerned.

2) The government agency responsible for overseeing the community should
follow up the implementation of the community plan at intervals. It should aét as a
coordinator between the community leader and related agencies-both the district office
and others. |

3) Other organization that help develop the community should use the
community plan as a mechanism to implement development projects and as a guideline

in preparing their projects.
