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This research comprises 3 objectives, i.e, 1) to study the novice’s behavior
in learning Dhamma; 2) to study components concerning the novice’s behavior
in learning Dhamma; 3) to study problems, obstacles and ways to correct
them. The methods used for data collection are observation and in-depth
interviews of 15 key informants. Data analysis is done with logical context
description and descriptive statistics.

Findings of the study reveal the followings:
1. The novice’s Dhamma learning behavior includes

1.1 Time spent for learning, about 6-7 hours a day corresponding to the
Wat’s imposition; out of classroom, they spend only about 5-15 minutes per day
(46.67%) which is very little. Only 6.7 percent of them spend 1 hour or more for
Dhamma learning outside classroom; these novices incline to self learning habit and
with family support.

1.2 About learning behavior, reading is the most preferred method,
followed by internet search, watching TV., listening to radio, asking questions and
solving problems themselves respectively.

1.3 The place used for learning, the most favorite is bedroom,
followed by library and places of serenity and good climate respectively.

2. Components concerning the novice’s Dhamma learning are:
1. Supports from the family and community.
2. Supports from the Wat with relevant activities.
3. Supports from the school.

3. Problems, obstacles and ways to correct them: The important problem
found is inadequate teachers and care-takers, inappropriate location, toilets and
environment.

Among important recommendations emerged are the house, Wat and school
should co-ordinate well on this matter for better results.
