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The fore objectives of the study were 1) to investigate the role of tambon
administrative organization in conserving forest resources ; 2) to identify the factors
affecting the role of tambon administrative organization in forest resource conservation;
3) to reveal their problems and their suggestions on solving the problems; 4) to make
some recommendations on someway to increase the role of tambon administrative
organization in forest resource conservation in Doi Luang District, Chiangrai Province.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 75 members of
three tambon administrative organization — Choke Chai, Pong Noi, Nong Pha Kor —in
Doi Luang District, Chiangrai Province. Mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were

used to analyze the data.

The findings were briefly stated as follows.

1. Overall, the role of tambon administrative organization in forest
resource conservation was found to be moderate (X = 3.64). When the individual
dimensions were considered separately, the tow dimension that they took part in at a
high level were 1) forestation, conservation and use of forest resources and, 2) forest
resource prevention ahd control. They played a moderate rale in promotion and spread

of forest resource conservation.
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2. The factors affecting the role of tambon administrative organization in
forest resource conservation were being trained (;n forest resource conservation,
receiving related news and information, and acceptance from local people. In contrast,
the factors that had no impact on their role in this atrocity were age, education, primary
occupation, income, and knowledge and understanding of forest resource conservation.

3. Some main problems of conserving forest resource were lack of plan
species, including equipment in forest resource conservation, lack of public relations to
make people know the usefulness of forest resource conservation, and the overlapping
of forest and arable land, which caused the failure of meeting the conservation
objectives.

4. Suggestions on forest resource conservation. The agency concerned
should give knowledge of usefulness and correct methods of conserving forest
resources to local people. If should give financial support, including plant species and
equipment for conserving forest resources. It should also develop and support the
personnel in conserving forest resources in all the area. Lastly, it should publicize to

local people the importance of forest resources and how to conserve them.

Recommendations

1. The agency directly responsible for forest resource conservation,
especially the forest ranchers, should continuously provide local leaders and people
with a knowledge and understanding, including correct information, about forest
resource conservation at least once a year.

2. Information about forest resource conservation should be widely
spread through different channels of media.

3. There should be an agency to allocate to the community funds for

holding forest resource conservation activities.
