The four objectives of the study were 1) to examine the role of lawyers in giving
assistance to those arrested in the violence cases inthe three southern border provinces ;
2) to compare the role in giving assistance in the violence cases between lawyers with
different religions ; 3) to seck opinions in three issues, i.e., the arrested, assistance in
the violence cases, and expected roles of lawyers in the southern border provinces and 4)
to make some recommendations for related agencies in the judicial process. The
questionnaire used for data collection “consisted of 3 parts. The fist part concerned the
background data of the lawyers in the three southern border provinces. The second part
contained questions about the degree of assistance in the unrest and violence cases of the
lawyers in the area. The third part sought opinions in three issues : reasons why the
suspects were arrested, whether a lawyer should give assistance and why, and the role of
lawyers in the area in the unrest and violence cases. The data were collected from 27
Buddhist and Muslim- lawyers in the three southern border provinces. The answers to the
open — ended questions were grouped and described by frequency and percentage. The rqles
of lawyers with a different religion were compared by using t- test.

The findings were summarized below.

1. Most of the lawyers in the study were Muslim (63.0%) and were 4150
years of age (44.4%). The majority graduated from Ramkamhaeng University (77.8%).
About 44.4 percent worked as lawyers for 1120 years. About 88.9 percent used to be

lawyers in civil cases and criminal cases. About 33.3 percent held a position of

committee member in the Association of Lawyers. About 39.4 percent had a social
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position, i.e., a member of a working group of the Rule of Law and Reconciliation
Center. About 20.8 percent had a role in assisting society by being local politicians.

2. Role in the unrest and violence cases in the three southern border provinces.
Most of the lawyers (55.6%) used to help the arrested, not the injured party About. 28.0
percent helped them most often (13 times or more). About 48.5 percent gave a reason
for helping the arrested person that the person did not receive justice. As for the role in
listening to the interrogation, about 43.8 percent helped the arrested the least often (not
more than 3 times). The reason why they had to listen to the interrogation was that
they were volunteer lawyers (44.8%). With regard to the degree of role as the lawyer for
the defendant, about 34.6 percent gave assistance the least often (not more than 3 times).
The reason for assisting the defendant was that the defendant did not receive justice.

3. When the degree of role was compared between Muslim lawyers and
Buddhist lawyers, only one dimension of lawyer roles was significantly different at the .05
level. That dimension is that Muslim lawyers play a role of assisting the arrested more
often than Buddhist lawyers.

4. Most of the lawyers (27.0%) thought that the suspects were arrested
because their names were in the list of the suspects compiled by the government agency
concerned, and because there was news that they were suspected. As for the assistance,
about 26.5 percent of the lawyers in the study thought that it was necessary to help the
arrested because they were not guilty and did not receive justice. With regard to the
lawyers’ expected roles about 33.3 percent thought that lawyers \should present facts to the
court, following the professional ethics.

The researcher made the following recommendations: 1) The lawyers in the three
southern border provinces — whether Muslim or Buddhist — should observe the professional
ethics and assist all who did not receive justice. 2) When there was an arrest in the
unrest and violence cases, the police interrogators should request. a lawyer to come to
listen to the interrogation every time. 3) The intelligence agency should check the
background of the suspected to get the correct information. 4) The Association of Lawyers
should insist that lawyers be strict to social justice and spread legal knowledge to the

public.
