The three objectives of the study were (1) to find out the attitude of the
members of the School Bus Club in Chiangrai Province toward the School Bus Safety
Promotion Project: (2) to identify the factors related to their attitude toward the operation
of the Project : and (3) to reveal the problems and obstacles of the project operation and
some suggestions on the project.

The sample group of 100 members of the School Bus Club in Chaingrai Province
were selected by accidental sampling. The samples were distributed a questionnaire to fill
out. three months. A questionnaire was employed as the research instrument. Frequency,
percentage, t—test and F — test weré used for data analysis.

The findings were summarized below.

Most of the samples were men, aged 46 -55 and were married, Also, most
finished primary education and worked as school bus drivers. The average monthly
income was 5,000 — 10,000 baht. They had work experience of more than 15 years. They
were the members of the School Bus for 1-10 years.

As a whole, they considered the School Bus Safety Promotion project to be
moderately successful. The dimensions found to be moderately successful —were

participation of the related agencies and job security.

The factors significantly related to the attitude toward the project at the 0.05 level
were sex, education and acknowledgement of related information. The factors that had no
relationship with their attitude toward the project were marital status, education,
occupation, income, work experience, number of membership years, knowledge and
understanding about accidental prevention, knowledge and understanding about the School
Bus Club and participation in the Club ’activities.

Recommendations.

1. The traffic law should be strictly enforced and those who violate it should be
given a penalty

2. Road safety should be placed inthe national agenda as well as the provincial
agenda so that all the agencies will contribute to its success.

3. The polices and the administration of the School Bus Club should be clearly
established

4. The successful activities of the network should be publicized
