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The Two objectives of the survey were (1) to find out the opinions of eligible
voters on the election of the village headman in Ban Sansai, (2) to examine the
decision - making of the eligible voters on electing the present village headman.

The data were collected from 100 eligible voters in the name list of eligible
voters in Ban Sansai, Moo 1, Tambon 'Saikhao, Phan Distruct, Chiangrai Province. There
voters went to vote on July 5,2006. The samples were selected by accidental sampling.
A questionnaire was employed as the research instrument. Frequency, percentage, mean
and standard deviation were used to descript be the data, and the hypotheses were tested
by using t-test and F - test.

The findings were briefly stated below.

General background of the sample. Most.of the eligible voters in the study were
female. They were 50 years old or more and finished primary school. They were in
agriculture and had a monthly family income of lower than 5,000 baht. They were
Buddhist.

“The respondents moderately agued with election of the village headman. The
mean -of the role dimension and tat of the seasoning dimension were higher than the
election method dimension.

The factors significantly related to their opinions at the 0.05 level were occupation
and knowledge and understanding about the election of the village headman. In contrast,
age, education, income political experience, and access to information had no relationship
with their opinions onthis practice.

Recommendations.

1. The local people should be educated about applying to be alocal politician.

2. The Interior Ministry should order that subsistucnt officer, and village
headmen hold meetings in the village to discuss about policies and elections so that the
local people will have enough current information in order to develop participation in
domestic ruling.

3. The local political candidates should announce their village development

policy so that the eligible voted will use as informationin deciding who to vote for.
