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This research aimed to study the development and interaction of Music, Wisdom, and
Identity in Aesthetic of Music in Khong River Basin. The samples for data collection consisted
of the expert group, the practitioner group, and the related person group in the area next to Khong
River Basin in the North Region of Thailand including: Chiengsan District, Chiengkong District,
Chiengrai Province, and the area next to Khong River Basin in the North Region of Lao People’s
Democratic Republic, Kwang Bo-kaew. The instruments using for data collection were: the
Survey Form, the Structured Interview Form and the Un-structured Interview Form, the
Observation Form, the Focus Group Discussion, the Photograph. Data were investigated by
Triangulation Technique. The research findings were presented in Descriptive Analysis. The
research findings found that :

The Music consisted of 2 patterns. The first one was the Music with the basic from
Luang-pra-bang Royal Palace, for instance, Toom Singing. The second one was the Tribe Music.
However, both patterns used Toom Singing to continue the rhythm and singing in the meanwhile

there was a performance which the actors played their roles as the musicians as well as audiences.
