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This research aims at studying the efficiency of the Village Fund Management carried
out by the Village Fund Committee; factors relating to the said efficiency and problems/obstacles
encountered by the Village Fund Committee in managing the village fund.

Data collection is done with structured questionnaire; all village fund committee of 131
persons have been asked to complete the questionnaires. Data analysis is done with descriptive as
well as inferential statistics for hypothesis testing.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The efficiency of the village fund management as a whole is at the moderate level, with
the highest in the aspect of follow-up the use of fund granted, followed by the meeting
aspect and the least is in public relation aspect.

2. Factors effecting to efficiency of the fund management are sex, education, occupation,
income, experience, participation, receiving advice/training, coordination, and
knowledge and understanding of the village fund project

3. Among problems and obstacles encountered are lack of coordination among village
committee, no network ever created, lack of monitoring and strict controlling of fund
spending and others.

Recommendations emerged are the village fund committee should be trained properly for

the job; they should coordinate closely with other village committee and the public relation

work should be more emphatic.
