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The four objectives of the study were (1) to examine the reading habit of
informal education teachers in Yala Province, (2) to find out their opinion on the reading
promotion scheme, (3) to identify the factors influencing their opinion on the reading
promotion, and (4) to seek their suggestions on the reading promotion.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 180 informal education
teachers in nine schools in Yala Province. Frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation were employed to describe the data, while t-test, F-test and -Pearson’s
Correlation were used to test the hypotheses.

It was found that the informal education teachers in Yala province regularly
reading the following publications which were presented from the must often to the least
as follows : daily newspapers, magazines, regulations or directives, textbooks, work
performance reports, teaching materials or lessons, documents, weekly newspapers,
short stories, books of readings, pamphlets, novels, research reporis, and others,
respectively.

Overall, the informal education teachers moderately agreed with the reading
promotion scheme (; =3.15). They moderately agreed with media promotion and
service ,(;c_ =3.15) and with the approach and activities for reading promotion

(x =3.09).
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When the hypotheses were tested, the following were found :

1. Thé baékground variables of the respondents, i.e., sex, marital status, work
position, were all found to significantly influence their opinion on the reading promotion
scheme.

2. On the contrary, age, major subject, work experience and salary were found
to have no influence on their opinions on the reading promotion scheme.

3. The respondents’ spending of their free time on other activities than those
listed in the questionnaire was found to have a significant relationship with their opinion
on the reading promotion scheme.

4. In contrast no significant relationship was found between their opinion and
their spending of free time on listening to the radio, watching TV, watching VDO, seeing
movies, reading, Internet searching, gardening, pet-raising, playing sports, loitering,
traveling and going shopping

Recommendations

1. Operational implications

1.1 The results of the study should be submitted to the informal education
teachers' affiliation and other related agencies concerned so that they will use the
information to help set a policy to promote reading among informal education teachers.

1.2 The results of the study should be submitted to public and private media
producers so that they will produce reading media that meet the needs of these teachers.

1.3 Different personnel development projects should help promote reading

2. Further research implications

2.1 Studies should be conducted to examine the reading habits and the reading
promotion scheme for informal education teachers in other provinces.

2.2 Further studies should focus on reading purposes of informal education
teachers : to follow movements, to increase their professional knowledge, to lead their
lives better, and to relax oneself.

' 2.3 Research should also be conducted on activities after reading such as

application of what one reads.
