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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to compare the level of perseverance
behaviors of experimental group students who used a guidance activities package for
development of perseverance behaviors with that of control group students who used
other guidance activities; (2) to compare the levels of perseverance behaviors of
experimental group students with different future-oriented and self-control
characteristics; and (3) to compare the levels of perseverance behaviors of
experimental group students with different bio-social backgrounds.

The research sample consisted of 60 Mathayom Suksa Il students in two
intact classrooms of Chana Chanupatham School in the 2011 academic year, obtained
by cluster sampling. The students were then randomly assigned into two groups of 30
students each. One of the groups was randomly assigned as the experimental group,
while the other group was randomly assigned as the control group. The employed
research instruments comprised a questionnaire on bio-social background, a
perseverance behavior assessment scale with .98 reliability coefficient, a future-
oriented and self-control characteristics assessment scale with .84 reliability
coefficient, a guidance activities package for development of perseverance behaviors
comprising 10 guidance activities, and 10 other guidance activities. Statistics
employed for data analysis were the percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and
two-way analysis of variance.

Research findings showed that (1) the experimental group students who used
the guidance activities package for development of perseverance behaviors had
perseverance behaviors at the significantly higher level than that of the counterpart
behaviors of the control group students who used other guidance activities at the .05
level; (2) after using the guidance activities package for development of perseverance
behaviors, the experimental group students with different future-oriented and self-
control characteristics did not significantly differ in their increased levels of
perseverance behaviors; and (3) after using the guidance activities package for
development of perseverance behaviors, the experimental group students with
different genders, GPAs, and family incomes did not significantly differ in their
increased levels of perseverance behaviors.
