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The purpose of the study was twofold:

1) to examine the opinion toward the application of Sufficiency Economy to daily life;

2) to identify the factors affecting their opinion.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 300 out of 2,734 people in
Tambon Klongpraret, BanPho District, Chachoneysao Province.

It was found that the male respondents outnumbered the female ones. The majority was
below 30 years of age and were wage-earners or factory workers. They completed secondary
school (Mathayom 13) and had an income of 5,001-10,000 baht a month.

Environmental factors. The people in this tambon regularly followed news and
received news about Sufficiency Economy through Television every day. They got access to
such news and understand Sufficiency Economy though television at a high level. However, they
had never joined any project or activity concerning it.

Opinion toward the application of Sufficiency Economy to daily life. The people in
the study applied the concept of Sufficiency Economy at a high level. The factors significantly
affecting their application of the concept were age, occupation, frequency of accessing the
information, and effectiveness of the mass media in providing knowledge.

Recommendations.

1. Individuals and families should be promoted to save money and to do household

bookkeeping in order for the income to meet the expenditures,
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2. The communities should be promoted to hold activities and training, as well as
preparing public relations documents to disseminate the knowledge of sufficiency economy so
that people will learn how to use resources to gain the highest benefit.

3. The communities should be promoted to cooperate with public and private agencies
directly responsible for disseminating the knowledge of sufficiency economy, such as the local
administration organizations, temples, schools, the Department of Community Development, so
that the people would have a corset understanding of Sufficiency Economy.

4. Private enterprise, including companies, and industrial factories in the Tambon.
Should arrange some activities for the employees, such as, having a VDO shown or news on line
during the lunch break, forming a saving group and encouraging the employees to save money, a
way to promote the application of Sufficiency Economy to daily life.

5. In producing media on Sufficiency Economy, focus should be on presenting the
content of the concept, and giving more time for the presentation, especially when presenting it
though radio and television.

6. The government or local government agencies should strengthen the communities by
enabling it to be self-reliance, making the people realize the importance of finding the community
potentiality and developing the community on the basis of its potentiality, which is a basic notion

of Sufficiency Economy.
