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The two objectives of the study were 1) exploring the quality of life of the Tsunami
victims who reside in the Chaipattana—Thai Red Cross Village at Kuraburi District, Phang Nga
Province, and 2) finding factors that have impacts on the quality of life of the Tsunami victims
who live in the Chaipattana-Thai Red Cross Village at Kuraburi District, Phang Nga Province.

The populations were 140 households of the Tsunami victims who were the residents of
the Chaipattana-Thai Red Cross Village at Kuraburi District, Phang Nga Province. The data were
collected by using the accidental sampling method. The samples of 120 households were selected
and one member of each household was asked to fill out the questionnaire. The statistical data
used in this study is percentage, fre(iuency, mean, t-test and F-test.

The findings were summarized up below.

1. The majority of the local people who were affected by the Tsunami were male whose
age range was from 31 to 40 years. They received primary education, married and earn their
living through fishing without any supplementary income. Their average earning was 5,001-
10,000 baht per. month and their average expense was also 5,001-10,000 baht per month. The
average number of the family members in each household was 3-4 persons. The most serious
affect was lack of housing. The victims participated in the community activities seven times or

more per year.

2. The quality of life of the Tsunami victims who reside in the Chaipattana-Thai Red
Cross Village was moderate. The highest mean belonged to physical environment followed by
family life, social life, working life, and physical health and mental health, respectively.
The lowest mean was economic security.

3. The factors that had impacts on the quality of life of the Tsunami victims were
averaged monthly income and affects from the disaster. The factors that had not impacts on the
quality of life were sex, age, marital status, primary occupation, secondary occupation, average
monthly household income, average monthly household expenses, number of family members
and participation in community activities.

Recommendations

1. Assistance regarding the occupational promotion as well as training on various
vocational skills that are necessary for the victims to earn a living should be organized.

2. Access to market should be prepared.

3. Public park, sports facilities along with public utilities should be adequately provided.

4. A community information center should be established in order to distribute news and

information to people in the community.
