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The objectives of the study were as follows :

1. To find out the level of political participation of the employees at the
aviation control center in the northeastern region ;

2. To identify the factors influencing their political participation

3. To indicate the problems and suggestions on promoting the political
participation of the employees these.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 160 employees at the
aviation control center in the northeastern region. Frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation were employed to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the

hypotheses.

\
The findings were summed up as follows : -

1. Most of the employees in the study were women, aged no more than .
35. They had a Bachelor's degree and were single. The monthly income was 20,001 —
40,000 baht. They had no relatives who were politicians.

2. The sample acknowledged political news and information at a
moderate lev-el. f
3. The sample did not show either a positive or a negative attitude toward
politics.

— 4, The sample participated in politics at a low level.
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5. The factors significantly affecting their political participation were their
acknowledgement of political news and information and their attitude toward politics. In
contrast, the factors that had no effect on their participation were gender, education, -

age, marital stétus, monthly income, and having politicians as their relatives.

Recommendations

Operational implications

1. The government, the election committee and those concerned should
spread political news and information through television, newspapers, and journals.

2. The election committee should make people understand more about
the importance of being members of political parties.

3. Political parties should hold activities that promote people’s
participation in politics.

4. Schools should promote the activities that make students understand

democracy covertly.

Recommendations for further research

1. Further research should focus on the role of teachers and youths at
school.

2, Résearch should also be conducted on the political participation of
ethnic people and the disadvantage such as homeless people and people in slums.

3. Further research should deal with political participation of urban and

rural people.
