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The purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to find out the attitude of policemen under the
Border Police Force 327 toward the problem of narcotic prevention and suppressidn, and 2) to
identify the problems and to seek suggestions about narcotic prevention and suppression in Chiangrai
Province.

The independent variables were marital status, age, official rank, number of working years,
salary, work line and education. The dependent variable, i.c., the attitude toward narcotic prevention
and suppression problem, consisted of three dimensions : 1) law, which was composed of search,
arrest, detention, penalty, and witness protection; 2) work performance, which was composed of arms
use, vehicles, fuels, communication equipment, urine-examining instrument, and safety devices; and
3) job motivation, which was composed of double rise, arrest reward, and money for an informant.

The population of the study included 212 policemen under the Border Police Force 327 in
Mae Chan District, Chiangrai Province. A questionnaire was employed as the research tool. The
data were described by using frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized below.

1) Law. Overall, more problems were found after the amendment. Especially, request for a

- search warrant and an arrest warrant was the most serious problem because of the delay. Regardihg

detentidn, the detention period was too short. Also, penalty for narcotic offenders was not severe

enough. Witness protection was not effective because of the lack of a work unit directly responsible
for this task.

2) Work performance. The most serious problem was the effectiveness of arms and vehicles.
The budget to buy fuels was inadequate. There were also not enough communication equipment,
safety devices, and urine-examining instruments to meet the need of border policemen.

3) Job motivatidn. The government did not provide enough support for double rises and

arrest awards. That is, the amount of budget allocated for arrest awards was very small, resulting in

the problem of distributing the award money. -

Recommendations
1. Good coordination between the Border Police Force and the court or other agencies
concerned is necessary in order to speed up the issuance of search warrants and arrest warrants.

2. The penalty of offenders-drug producers, traders, drug addicts and supports must be more

service.

3. An organization directly responsible for witness protection should be established.
4. More budget should be allocated to buy fuels, communication equipment, safety devices,

and urine-examining instruments.

5. Also, more budget should be allocated for double rises and arrest awards.
