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Three objectives for the study were 1) to study farmer’s satisfaction on oil palm plantation
extended area in three southern border provinces project, 2) to study factors affecting farmer’s
satisfaction on oil palm plantation extended area in three southern border provinces project, and 3) to
find the recommendations for project improving and developing to get a better effectiveness. Farmers
both male and female whom contacting officer for production factors and asking for an advice from
Narathiwas oil palm plantation cooperative limited, Bar Joh cooperative limited, and Pi Seang
cooperative limited during 11-25 August 2551(BE.). Data were collected from three hundred and
fifty-seven farmers by using questionnaire. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
F-test were used for data analyzed.

The findings were summarized as bellows;

1. Most of sample were 41-50 years old, graduated primary education, 2 years project
joining (since 2549 BE.).

2.. Farmer’s satisfaction on project was in moderéte and both product factor supported and
knowledge development were also moderate.

3. The perception on project was in moderate.

4. Satisfaction of officer’s service was in moderate.

5. Factors affecting farmer’s satisfaction on oil palm plantation extended area in three
southern border provinces project were project perception, officer’s service, project area, and ages.

6. Factors did not affecting farmer’s satisfaction on oil palm plantation extended area in
three southern border provinces project were sex, religious, education, number of family’s member,
number of family’s member who helping agﬂculﬁre work, and project membership period.

7. The recommendations were as followed:

1) Relevant agencies should have journal for an- extension to give knowledge on soil
preparation, plantation, look after, and harvesting to inform oil palm farmers.

2) Comments and recommendations channel should be opened for oil palm farmer.
Officers should take a good care and monitoring oil palm plantation

3) Young plant, chemical fertilizer, and pesticides should be prepared by project and
enough for member’s needs.

4) New farmer project member should be trained, suggested, and demonstrated to
construct perception on project implementation process, project objectives, criteria, including

farmer’s benefit from project, and farmers readiness preparation before join the project, effectively.
