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The study was aimed at 1) examining the state of Iearner—centered
instruction management, 2) finding out the problems and suggestions on using the
learner-centered approach. The populations was 140 teachers in 10 schools under the
Wiangchiangsaen School Network for Educational Development in Chiangrai Province.
The independent variables were the teachers’ general background, i.e., gender, age,
marital status, education, income, number of working years, membership of an
academic group at school, membership of academic networks, school group or
educational area and readiness of the school for learner-centered instruction
management. The dependent variable, namely, the learner-centered instruction
management, was composed of there dimensions : lesson planning, learning activity
management, and evaluating of academic performance. A questionnaire was employed
to collect the data from the teachers in the Wiangchiangsaen Schooi Network for
Educational Development. Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were

used to describe the data.
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The findings were summed up as follows :

1. Most of the teachers in the study were women (68.86%). They were
41-50 years of age (42.86%), were married (83.57%), and had a Bachelor's degree
(84.14%). They had monthly income of 20,001-30,000 baht (44.29%). They had more
than 21 -30 years of teaching experience (41.43%). They were member of an academic
club related to school teaching (82.14%). About 50.71 percent were not members of the
network of school groups or educational areas.

2. Overall , the schools were ready for learner-centered instruction at a
moderate level. The highest mean belonged to the qualifications of the personnel and
the lowest mean belonged to the preparation of the curriculum that could meet the
students’ needs.

3. Regarding the three dimensions of instructional management, the
lesson planning by the teachers was found to be satisfactory at a high level, the learning
activity management was the most satisfactory, and lastly, the evaluation of students’
academic performance was satisfactory at a high level.

4. There were three problems of instructional management. The first
problem concerned lesson planning. The teachers were faced with the lack of teaching
aids and material for preparing learming activities. The second problem concerned the
students. The students could not be satisfactorily developed through the learner-
centered approach. The third problem, which concerned evaluation, was poor
cooperation from the students and their parents in involvement in the evaluation
process.

The following were recommended : 1) The teachers should make
themselves have a clear understanding of the learner—-centered approach. 2) They
should have s systematic lesson planning. 3) They should use teaching aids appropriate
to the course contents and students' age. And 4) They should emphasize knowledge as
well as  the learning process. Particularly, they should promote the students’ self-

development.
