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The objectives of this research are 1) to study level of people’s participation
in the project under the strategic plan of happy living at Tambon Na Mo Si,
Natawee district, Songkhla province ; 2) to study factors relating to people’s
participation of the project, and 3) to study problems and recommendations
concerning the people’s participation of the project.

Samples for this study are 239 people living in Tambon Na Mo Si;
constructed questionnaire is used for data collection ; data analysis is done with
SPSS program with statistics of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
t-test and One-way ANOVA for hypothesis testing.

Results of the study show :

1. Level of people’s participation in the project under study in general is
moderate. Considering separately, the highest level of people’s participation is in the
aspect of receiving benefits, followed respectively in planning, operating, decision-
making and monitoring and evaluation.

2. Factors affecting the people’s participation in the project are sex,
occupational, education attainment, income, training received, and level of receiving

information about the project, However, age, religion, marital status, time of

residence and knowledge and understanding are "not “related to the people’s
participation.

3. Important problems found are people do not know how to write the
project correctly, insufficient budget to operate and lack of community co-operation.
Recommendations proposed are people should be encouraged to participate in the
project’s monitoring and evaluation increasingly, more effective public relations work,
and others.

The researcher finally suggests that there should be motivation for people’s
participation in the project increasingly witﬁ sufficient budget and regular public

hearings and debates, for example.
