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The three objectives of the study were: 1) to study participation of Buddhist monks in
community development, 2) to sth;ly factors’ felating to participation of Buddhist monks in
community development, and 3) to study opinion, problems, and suggestion 't.o improve participation
of Buddhist monks in community development. One hundred and eighty-nine Buddhist monks who
lived in Yala province were purposive selected as the representatives. Questionnaire was used for
data collection in July 2551. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test were used for
data analyzed at the significant of 0.05. |

| The fmdings were summarized as bellows;

1. About half of Buddhist -monks were more than 41 years old of age, less than 5 years in
monkhood, high school graduated, dhamma scholar advanced level graduated, don’t have position in-
community, about half were not abbot and with out priest of rank,\and stay outside Yala municipal.
Community supported by wat was moderate while high gO\'Iernment support, and quit high
community support. ‘

2. Overall partiéipation of buddhist in community development was moderate as same as
others 5 in details. Social welfare was highest, dhamma propagation, education, culture and
environmental conservation and eﬁtensio_n, respectively while welfare education was the lowest.

3. Eight factors affecting buddhist monk in community development were ages, number of

- monkhood periods, seéular education periods, dhamma education periods, position in community,

position in wat, pﬁest rank, wat’s support whi}é others three factors, wat location, government

supporting level, and community supporﬁng level were not affect Buddhist monks in community

development.

The recommendaﬁons were as followed:

1. Opportunity should be opened to capability educated monks for administrative monéstic
and should extend education to monk in the area of both general and religious education to find a
proper way for community development.

2. Sangha activities and projects should be inspired and continue advertise. Role of
preaching and youth teaching should be support, disadvantage and underdevelopment performance
system should be improved and up to date for globalization. V

3. Sangha performance should be encouraged and provide knowledge monks, both world
knowledge and dhamma knowledge to teaching for a worldwide vision, and 'having dhamma
propagation welfare fund.

- 4. Sangha supreme council should invite senior monk, high graduated both general and
religious education, having priest rank, having position in wat and in community to develop

community.
