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This research has 2 objectives: 1) to examine the level of awareness of people
who participate in the project for early childhood development through books by
Cement Thai Foundation: a case study of Doitung, Mae Faluang district, Chiangrai
province; and 2) to examine factors affecting awareness of these people. The subjects,
selected by accidental sampling, are 145 people who participate in this project in 13
villages. The data were collected by using the questionnaire, and statistically analyzed
by frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

Results suggest that

1. Participants of this project are dominantly females, aged not over 30 years,
and marrie-d. One-fourth is uneducated. They are general hired worker and eamn less
than 10,000 baht per month. They have no social position. The participants experience
telling tales 1 -3 times a week.

2. In overall, participants had moderate level of awareness. They reported high
level of awareness with respect to the importance of early childhood development
through reading books, whereas their practice is at mederate level.

3. These people showed low level of perceived information about early

childhood develoment through books.
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4. In overall, these participants demonstared low level of involvement in this
project.

5. Ingeneral, 57.9 % of participants had high level of knowledge and understanding
in early childhood development through books.

6. The factors effecting participants’ awareness involve education, occupation,
income, and experience in telling tales and reading books.

7. The factors not affecting their awareness are sex, age, marital ststus, social
status, perceived information, involvement in the project, knowledge and understanding
about early childhood development through books.

Recommendations

1. People should be promoted and provided with knowledge and
understanding in early childhood development through books.

2. There should be more public relations and information about the advantages
of early childhood development through books for people who participate in the project.

3. Participants should be advocated to involve in the project to enhance théir
experience and enable their regular practice.

4. The project should extendedly conduct the training and evaluation, and

actively collaborate with Tambon Adminitration Organization.
