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The purpose of this study was to develop the model of participative management
for quality assurance in education of basic education schools under Nonthaburi Educational
Service Area Office 1. The research methods consisted of 4 steps: 1) study and analyze
concept and theory related to participatory management theory in order to specify
conceptual framework, 2) analyze possibility and develop the model of participatory
management for quality assurance in basic education, 3) check and develop the model of
participatory management for quality assurance in basic education, and 4) adjust the model
of participatory management for quality assurance in basic education. Samples included
school principals, teachers, school committees, and parents. Using questionnaires from
expertise and senior advisors to considerate the appropriate model and using document
analysis and constructed questionnaire for participatory management for basic educational
quality assurance, and structured interview to analyze the data. Statistics for data analysis
composed of mean, percentage, Standard Deviation, interquartile range, and content
analysis.

The results showed as follows:

1. The developed model of participatory management for quality assurance in
basic education under Nonthaburi Educational Service Area Office 1 consisted of 7
elements: 1) key for success, 2) team work, 3) democracy, 4) decentralization, 5)
responsibility, 6) positive relationship, and 7) information distribution.

2. The mode! of participatory management for quality assurance in basic education
under Nonthaburi Educational Service Area Office 1 was appropriate, correct, possible, and
could be used for educational quality assurance in basic education schools under
Nonthaburi Educational Service Area Office 1.
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
