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This research aimed to develop a model for internal supervision in primary schools
in the Southern Border Provinces. The research was divided into 3 phases: Phase 1 analyzed
the internal supervision in the primary schools through analysis and synthesis of documents,
reports, periodicals and statistical data and figures pertaining to the internal supervision.
The collected data were used to create a model of internal supervision in primary schools in
the Southern Border Provinces. Phase 2 involved development of the internal supervision in
the primary schools, utilizing the Delphi technique. A panel of 19 experts in the field of the
internal supervision were selected for analyzing the issues. The data were analyzed for
criteria in preparing a questionnaire. Phase 3 Assessing development of internal supervision
in the primary schools, the appropriateness for administering with 297 school administrators
in the five Southern Border Provinces in assessing the appropriateness of the model used
for the internal supervision of the schools. The acquired data were analyzed and set as a
model of the internal supervision in the primary schools. The data were analyzed using
frequency, percentage, Arithmetic mean, mode, and quartile range.

The results revealed that the model of the internal supervision in the primary schools
in the Southern Border Provinces consists of condition of the internal supervision in primary
schools in 6 key areas: 1) preparation, 2) defining strategies, 3) understanding of the
personnel involved in the schools, 4) planning supervision with teachers, 5) implementation
of supervision plan, and 6) joint evaluation and improvement of positive factors supporting
effective internal supervision in 5 areas: 1) academic leadership of school of administrators,
2) the ability of the supervisors, 3) cooperation in the internal supervision, 4) media and
supervision tools, and 5) an atmosphere conducive to supervision. The assessing of the
development of the internal supervision model for the primary schools in the Southern
Border Provinces which were appropriate at the highest level,
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
