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The three objectives of the study were (1) to examine the opinions of
residents in the crown property land on the management of the Ban San Don Kaew, Mae
Jai District, Phayao Province; (2) to identify the factors influencing the residents’
opinions on the squatting of the crown property land there, and (3) to make same
recommendations on how to solve the squatting problems or how to manage the quitted
crown property land efficiently.

The population were 114 squatters at Ban San Don Kaew, Mae Jai
District, Phayao Province. A questionnaire was employed as the research instrument.
The statistics for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean standard deviation,
T-test, and F-test.

Findirlgs. Most of the population were male, aged 51 or more. The
majority completed primary school. They were married and the number of family
members was 1-3. They were in thé agricultural sector and earned a monthly income of
| 3.001 -4,000 baht. Most lived in the crown property land for 30 years or more. They
were common citizens. ,

Acknowledgement of laws on crown property land and public land. It
was found that people acknowledged most that crown property land was public land,

followed by the fact that such land was for rent to the general public, including
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squatters. They knew the least that the government was responsible for providing
housing for people and issue a legal landownership paper to the people.

-Overall, the residents in the crown property land were found to agree
with the management of the land at a moderate level. They agreed most with the
measures for solving the squatting problem. On the other hand, they moderately agreed
with the measures for land use and the awareness of the problem.

When the hypotheses were tested, the personal factors found to be
significantly related to the residents’ opinions on the management of the crown property
land at the 0.05 level were marital status, income, number of residential years in the
crown property land, and social status, respectively.

In contrast, knowledge about laws concerning land had no relationship
with their opinions on the management of crown property land.

Recommendations ‘

1. Government agencies should educate people to have a good
knowledge and understanding of all laws concerning public land, including rules and
regutations to follow.

2. Training courses and seminars should be held for different levels of
local government leaders, as well as community leaders, to have a good knowledge
and understanding of prevention of squattiﬁg.

3. Public forums should be held for residents and nearby community
people to express their views and suggestions.

4. Integrated operation should be carried out to alleviate people’s
difficulties. The policy, rules and regulations should be harmonious.

5. The government should set a policy of allotting arable for the poor,
getting them to hold land or have the right on that land.

6. The government should have a policy to give a low rental fee to those
squatting the land for a long time before the passige of the Act of Land. It should

require them to conserve resources, especially rose species of trees, on that land.
