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This study has 2 objectives : 1) to examine the level of motive among Buddhists to visit Wat
Indhara Vihamn; and 2) to investigate factors affecting their motive to visit Wat Indhara Vihamn. The
sample of 300 Buddhists were selected by accidental sampling from those who visit Wat Indhara
Viharn. The questionnaire was used to collect data. Statistical analysis comprises percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

Resu]ts show that those visiting Wat Indhara Viharn comprises similar proportion of males to
females. The majority is older than 40 years, completed bachelor’s degree or higher, earn more than
20,000 Baht per month, engage in private business, stay in Bangkok. They visit Wat Indhara Viham
occasionally, with 3 major objectives, i.e. to pay respect to those sacred images in the temple to bring
tucks to life; to pray Chinabanchomn in the holy water pond; and 3) to offer money for temple
maintenance.

The level of their motive to visit the temple is at high level in overall, with motive on
temple’s reputation, rituals, management, and practice of Dhamma at high level.

In overall, the Buddhists who visited this temple reported the desire to visit the temple at
moderate level, with the desire for life safety at high level, followed by other desires including social

and love, attaining wishes, and receiving social recognition respectively.

Factors affecting the motive to visit the temple are education level, experiencing other temple
visit, and the desire in 4 aspects, i.e. life safety, social and love, social recognition, and attaining
wishes. Other factors include sex, age, occupation, monthly income, domicile, and frequency of
temple visit in a month, whereas the objectives to visit the temple has no effect on their motive.

Recommendations:

1. Result suggests that the motive on temple’s reputation is at high level. Therefore, monks,
novices, temple committee, staff, relatives and other concerns should - help maintain the temple’s
reputation.

2. Wat Indhara Viharn needs to develop and increase the number of personnel to perform
public talk, to give sermon and teach Dhamma to monks, novices, and Buddhists since this temple is
still in great lack of these personnel, including the enhancement of knowledge of monks and novices
periodically.

3. This temple also needs to improve and develop service system especially in arranging
the car park, public relations and dissemination of the way of Dhamma. These quality services may
raise the faith of general Buddhists.

4. Public relations through a variety of media such as radio, newspapers, or distributed
paper to various organizations may help advocate the Buddhists to recognize the advantage of
chanting to their daily life. In particular, radio programme is a very effective media that should be

introduced in Wat Indhara Viharn to best facilitate the practice of Dhamma.
