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The three objectives of the study of roles of local leaders on situation of three border
provinces in the south: a case study of Muang, Narathiwas were: 1) to study role of local leaders on
situation of three border provinces in the south, 2) to study factors affecting role of local leaders on
situation of three border provinces in the south, and 3) to study problems, obstacles, and suggestions
.undef the role of local leader on situation of three border provinces in the south. '

One hundred and ninety-two samples were selected as the representatives of the local leader
or Kamnan, Kamnan assistant, village headman, and viliage headman assistant. Questionﬁaire was
employed as the research tool. Frequency, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, F-test, and
correlation were used for data analyzed.

The findings were summarized as bellows;

Most of the leaders was imale, 36-44 years old, married, village headman assistant position,
less than 5 years in the position, general labor, gain less than 5,000 bath income, graduated .high
school, and 2-3 times attended three border provinces in the south situation training course. Low
knowledge and understanding in the 2475 (BE.) local administrative act. Moderate opinion on
situation in three border provinces in the south. |

Overall local leader’s role on situation of three border provinces in the south was low and
found that the highest was knowledge and understanding extension for situation (mean = 2.37),
occuﬁation extension (mean = 2.05), convey the information from government to villagers (mean =
1.91), security (me_an = 1.80), convey probléms and asks for government help (mean = 1.79).

Factors affecting the role of local leade;‘g on situation of three border provinces in the south
were position, position time period, training experience on situation of three border proviﬁces in the
south, knowiedge and understan&ing in 2475 (BE.) local administrative adt, and opinion on situation
of three border provinces in the south. | | _

Problems and OBstacles of local leader implcmentiﬁg under role were. 1) lack of cooperation
from local administrative, 2) lack of knowledge and ‘understanding of sitﬁation of three border
provinces in the south, 3) lack of budget, 4) lack of villager cooperation, 5) un-secure for life and
their belongings, 6) lack of occupation, 7) communication problems such as radio broadcast in

village, and 8) lack of cooperation between government sectors.

The recommendations were as followed: -

1. Local leaders should make clear the content of Local Administration Act (B.E. 2475)
and find out the correct information in situation of three border provinces in the south.

2. Budget should be supported for local leader role, o.c':cupation extension, security purpose,
etc.

3. Community participation should be supported in all dimensions such as village security.

4. Local leader role training should be improved to initiate local leaders.
