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The study was conducted for the following objectives:

1) to evaluate moral training for Buddhist youth camp of wat Panyanuntharam project.
Pathumthani

2) to study the activities, problems and obstacles from moral training for Buddhist youth

camp of wat Panyanuntharam project, Pathumthani

Data was collected from 7 priest teachers, 4 teachers, 2 general officers, and 121 attended
students. Questionnaire was conducted and used for the study. Percentage, mean, and standard

deviation were used for data analyzed by using SPSS ver.11.5 for Windows.

Results show that the overall opinion of priest teachers, teachers, and general officers was in
the highest level. Output, process, and input were in the highest level while environment was in high
level. Four components could be explained as follows:

1) Context: Overall opinion on policy and planning of Wat was in high. Wat never got any
direct supports from any agents and never charged any expenses to trainee. The main support was

donated by Buddhism.
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2) Input: Opinion on timing was in the highest level while student’s co-operation, project
objectives, media and public advertising equipments, project perception, project place, and project
budget were in high level.

3) Process: Opinion on knowledge and ability of priest teacher, learning sources,
knowledge transfer techniques, were in the highest level while program activities and appropriate
program were in high level.

4) Product: Opinion on behavior changed. mind developed result were in high level.

Suggestion for Wat:

1. Wat should find the way to eliminate mosquito because it disturb program activity and
might caused dengue hemorrhagic fever.

2. Wat should take a good care of staying place by clean. and make the air flow through.

3. Wat should clean pillow. blanket. mosquito protection net. and should install more
electric fan in staying place.

4. Wat should build more shower rooms and rest rooms.

5. Wat should increase more priest teachers due to there are more trainecs.

Suggestion for school:

1. School should not have training program close to the examination period because student
worry about the exam.

2. Ministry of education should put the project into policy and apply the program to all
schools.

3. School should apply the program to all teachers and officers in school.

4. School should continue the activity because younger student could be followed and can
stay in community with the happiness.

5. School should clearly coordinate data and the number of trainee to Wat and give

regulation information of Wat to trainee in advance to avoid the problem that might be occur.
