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The two objectives of study were 1) to find out the role of the mumbers of
the tambon administrative organization council in forest fire prevention, and 2) to identify
the factors influencing the role of the members of the tambon administrative organization
council in forest fire prevention.

The data were collected from 86 members of the tambon administrative
organization councils in Tambon Sri Thoy and Tambon Tha Kor, Mae Saroey District,
Chiangrai Province. A questionnaire was used to collect the data. Frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation were employed to describe the data, and

t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized as follows :

1. General background of the subjects. Most of the subjects were males,
aged 31- 40, and finished primary and secondary education. They were engaged in
agriculture and earned a yearly income of 6,0000 baht. They lived in the area for 20 -
40 years and served in the tambon administrative organization council for less than 3
years.

2. Overall, the Tambon Administrative Organization Council members

play a little role in forest fire prevention. They received budget and cooperation form
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outside organizations at a moderate level but they set plans/projects and activities at a
low level.

3. The factors related to the role of the Tambon Administrative

Organization Council members in forest fire prevention were age, education, income,

size of the tambon administrative organization, knowledge and understanding of

conserving natural resources and the environment, and acknowledgement of the local

area

Recommendations

1. The tambon administrative organization should strengthen the
community and encourage the community people to participate in forest fire prevention.

2. The tambon administrative organization should train local people
continuously on how to prevent forest fires and should impose strong measures on this
matter.

3. The tambon administrative organization should coordinate with related
agencies, such as the National Park, Wildlife and Plant Department, the Office of Forest
Fires Prevention, Suppression and Control, to be prepared for forest fires.

4. Related agencies should urge local people to learn how to conserve

natural resources and the environment to reduce forest fires and other disasters.
