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The research aimed to find out the role of people in drug prevention and
suppression and the factors influencing their role in this activity. The target area was
Wiangkaen District, Chiangrai Province. The sample of 335 households selected by

accidental sampling were interviewed to gather the data.

The findings were briefly reported below.

Most of the people in the study were men, aged 31-40. The were married
and lived with their spouses. They finished primary education and were farmers. The
monthly household income was not more than 2,500 baht. They lived in the community
for more than 8 years.

Most of the people had no social position ; they were ordinary people.
They used to be trained on drug prevention and suppression. They got
news/information about narcotics from television.

The people were found to have a good knowledge and understanding
about narcotics.

They participated in drug prevention and suppression at a moderated
level in every aspect, namely, operation, planning, analysis of the problem, and follow-

up and evaluation.

When the hypotheses were tested, it was found that sex, age,
occupation, income social position, training on narcotics, access to information about
narcotics, and knowledge and understanding about narcotics were significantly related

to their role in drug prevention and suppression at the 0.05 level.

Recommendations

People should be made to have a sense of belonging to the community
and help the community leader in drug prevéntion and suppression. From the results of
the study, it can be seen that all the people have a good knowledge and understanding
of the drug problem but they participate in drug prevention and suppression at a
moderate level only. Therefore, it is necessary to promote the people to play more role in
this activity. This may be done by holding a training course or activities in the
community to create a good relationship in it, which can, in turn, be a shield for the

community from the drug problem.
