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The survey aimed to find out the degree of success in implementing the
policy on drug prevention and suppression, including the factors affecting the policy
implementation. The target area covered Tambon Muang-Yai, Tambon Tha-Kharm,
Tambon Lai-Ngaw, and Tambon Por in Wiangkaen District, Chiangrai Province. The
sample of the study included 257 elementary school and secondary school teacherss.
A structured questionnaire was used to gather the data, which were analyzed by using

the descriptive statistics and the inferential statistics.

The findings were summarized below.

The majority of school teachers were female and were 31-40 years old.
Their monthly income was 10,001 - 20,000 baht. They had a Bachelor's degree. They
were married. They dealt with drug prevention and suppression for 1-5 years. They had
never gotten a double rise. They had never been trained on drug prevention and
suppression. They and a moderate knowledge of management.

The school teachers in the study had a good knowledge and
understanding of narcotics, regulations and laws, and the government policy. :

Regarding their opinions about Roadmap, Stage 1 for policy

implementation in schools, the school teachers were found to implement the policy at a
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moderate level in all dimensions : prevention of the risky groups, management, solution
of drug addicts, control of drug substances and drug traders, and solution of the
problems in the local area/special target groups, respectively.

When the hypotheses were tested, it was found that sex, income number
of working years, and attendance of training were all found to have a significant impact

on their implementation of the policy at the 0.05 level.

Recommendations

In drug prevention, it is necessary to teach children not to be involved in
narcotics in the early childhood. Also, teachers are an important mechanism for drug
prevention from teenagers. Especially, they should play an important role in drug
prevention and rehabilitation of drug addicts. In fact, all the parties — the public as well
as the private sector — must cooperate in getting rid of narcotics. The parents must
create a warm family to their children and take care of them well, making them be away
from drugs. They should cooperate more with teachers at school to prevent the drug
problem so that the policy of eradicating drugs at school will be sustainably successful.
Next, school teachers should be urged to realize the importance of the drug problem.
They should be given a training course on narcotics so that they can implement the
policy more efficiently. Lastly, there should be a project to assist teacherss to

materialize the Roadmap.
